Phoenician historian Sanchuniathon (circa 1250 B.C.) wrote:

“From early youth, we are accustomed to hearing falsified reports, and our minds have been saturated with prejudice for centuries, to the extent that we guard the fantastic lies like a treasure, so that in the end the truth becomes unbelievable and the lie appears to be true.”
